Your Yes Vote Secures Transit 
Without Higher Property Taxes

The restructuring of local tax support for  
Kalamazoo County’s transportation makes  
it possible for you as a City of Kalamazoo  
taxpayer to only pay a combined  1.0 millage 
rate for the next three years. That’s LESS 
THAN what you paid from 2007 through 
2008 (1.38 mills). 

This combination will be accomplished 
by the PASSAGE of a two-part ballot 
initiative, which began in May of this year 
of 0.4 mills. Voters throughout the county 
passed the May ballot proposal to support 
demand/response services throughout the 
county and bus service outside the City of 
Kalamazoo. 

The November 2009 City of Kalamazoo 
ballot will complete the restructuring 
process. A propsal for 0.6 mills will appear 
on the November ballot to cover the 
expenses of operating the bus system in the 
City of Kalamazoo. 

If city voters approve the November millage, 
city taxpayers will pay only 1.0 mills for the 
next three years, less than what they have 
have been paying for the past two years. 

Please vote YES on the  0.6-mill Metro 
Transit millage request this November 3 to 
COMPLETE the two-part funding of public 
transportation in our area. Voting YES  will 
permit Metro Transit to provide nearly 3 
million rides a year.
